1. If you are using the unit in a bathroom, unplug it after you have
finished using it. Using the unit close to a source of water
can, in fact, be dangerous, even if the unit is switched off. To
ensure additional protection, have installed in your bathroom
a residual current device (RCD) with a nominal trip current no
higher than 30 mA. Ask your electrical fitter for advice.

2. Never immerse the unit in water or any other liquid.

3. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified persons
in order to avoid a hazard.

4. Do not use the unit if it has fallen or if it appears to be
damaged.

5. Do not leave the unit unattended when it is plugged in or
switched on.

6. Unplug the unit immediately if you have problems when using
it.

7. Do not use any accessories other than those recommended
by manufacturer.

8. Unplug the unit after each use and before cleaning it.

9. Avoid any contact between the unit’s hot surfaces and your
skin, in particular, your ears, eyes, face and neck.

10. This unit is not intended for use by people (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or by
persons who lack experience or knowledge, unless they are
supervised or have been given instructions beforehand on
the use of the unit by a person responsible for their safety.
Children should be supervised to make sure they do not treat
the unit like a toy.

11. Allow the unit to cool before storing.

12. To prevent damage to the cord, do not wrap it around the unit
and ensure it is stored without twisting or folding it.
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Due to continuing product improvements, the actual product
purchased may differ slightly from the one shown in this instruction
book.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
This unit is designed to operate at 220 volts AC. Use on Alternating
Current (60 hertz) only.

GETTING STARTED

The iron’s unique 25 ultra-high heat temperature settings and
Instant Heat technology provide styling versatility for all hair types.
If you have fine hair, a low temperature will provide the best results.

If you have thick, wavy or hard-to-curl hair, keep the heat setting
on high. You can vary the iron’s temperature according to your
particular need!

TO CURL HAIR

Hair should be clean before using the curling iron. Plug the iron
into an electrical outlet. Turn on unit. Allow unit to heat up for 60
seconds.

WARNING: The curling iron’s tourmaline ceramic-coated barrel
will get very hot within a few seconds and should not be placed
in contact with the skin after the curling iron has been turned on.

Temperature Setting Guide

Temp. Control Hair Type
1-10 Delicate, thin, easy to style hair
10-20 Average to thick or treated hair
20-25 Thick or Wavy hair and Hard to style hair

For best results, use a light styling product before blow-drying
hair. Start curling with a hair section that is 1 in. wide and no more
than 1/2 in. thick. Open the spoon and place a hair section on the
barrel, rolling up, close to the scalp. Release the pressure on the
spoon clip and allow the hair section to slide out. Repeat process on
additional sections of hair until you achieve the hair style you desire.
Some experience is necessary when learning to use this curling
iron. After using the iron several times, you will learn the ideal way
to curl and style your hair.

DRYING SYSTEM WITH UNIQUE WET / DRY DESIGN
When used on damp hair, excess water is forced into channels
where it can escape as steam. Steam evaporating through the vents
may be hot. During use avoid touching or blocking the vents and
direct steam vents away from your scalp and face.

ADVANCED CERAMIC TECHNOLOGY

Advanced Ceramic Technology features crushed tourmaline gem
stone crystals infused with ceramic. Tourmaline emits negative
ions which dramatically reduce drying time and static electricity.
Ceramic emit far infrared heat providing a gentle, even heat that
is less damaging. The results are unsurpassed; faster, healthier
drying with shiny, smooth results.

AUTO SHUT OFF
This appliance has an automatic shut off feature for added safety. If
the appliance is switched on for more than 60 minutes continuously,

it will automatically switch off.

MAINTENANCE

Your curling iron is virtually maintenance-free. No lubrication
is needed. Keep all openings clear of dirt and dust. If cleaning
becomes necessary, disconnect the unit from the power source,
allow to cool, and wipe exterior with a cloth. If any abnormal
condition occurs, unplug the unit, allow it to cool, and return it
for repair to an authorized service representative only. No repairs
should be attempted by the consumer.

However, in order to keep the best performance from your curling

iron all the time, please note the following care instructions.

e Do not scratch the surface of the barrel with sharp objects or
wipe with coarse material.

e Do not use this curling iron with strong chemicals, like perm
lotions.

IMPORTANT
The warranty does not cover the tourmaline ceramic coating due
to natural peeling off after a long period of normal use.

CAUTION

NEVER allow the power supply cord to be pulled, twisted, or
severely bent. Never wrap the cord tightly around the appliance.
Damage will occur at the high flex point of entry into the appliance,
causing it to rupture and short circuit. Inspect the cord frequently
for damage. Stop use immediately if damage is visible or if unit
stops or operates intermittently.

STORAGE

When not in use, your appliance is easy to store. Allow appliance
to cool, then simply store out of reach of children in a safe, dry
location. Do not jerk or strain cord at plug connections. Do not
wrap the line cord around the appliance. Allow the cord to hang
or lie loose and straight at the point of entry into the appliance.
